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Directors’ Review

On behalf of the Board of Directors, we take pleasure in presenting the performance
review together with the financial statements of the Company for the half-year
ended December 31, 2008.

Company’s Operating Performance

The world wide economic downturn has shown its impact on the Pakistan economy
towards the end of the year 2008. The Paper & Paperboard industry was also
under pressure due to cheaper imports of comparable products from the regional
countries. Volumetric growth remained relatively sluggish in second quarter as
production capacities remained underutilized due to unprecedented gas outages
which started in October 2008 and continued through out the second quarter of
the current financial year.

Out of the 92 days period covered under 2nd quarter, only 49 days received full
gas supply, 11 days partial supply (PM 7 could not operate) and for 34 days there
was no supply at all.

In view of the growing demand and in order to achieve import substitution, your
Company’s production capacities were increased from 110,000 Metric Tons to
240,000 Metric Tons per annum. The new machine (PM 7), capable of producing
130,000 Metric Tons per annum of packaging board, commenced commercial
operation in August 2008. This machine was operated at more than 60% capacity
utilization in the first two months of its operations but subsequently its utilization
dropped to as low as 16% due to severe gas outages in the month of December
2008. Overall utilization of this machine in the second quarter remained around
30%. We hope that as and when normal supply of gas resumes the capacity
utilization of this machine would improve significantly and bring a sizeable
contribution to our volumetric growth during rest of the year.

In spite of above mentioned factors, gross sales for the half year recorded a 63%
growth as compared to the same period last year as it stood at Rs. 4,053 million
including Rs. 1,932 million recorded for the 2nd quarter. Sales volumes including
Packaging Board from the new machine registered a growth of 30% on comparable
basis as it stood at 63,400 Metric Tons including 28,000 Metric Tons for the 2nd
guarter. Corrugation business volume was recorded at 9,240 Metric Tons as
compared to 7,680 Metric Tons for the same period last year depicting a 20%
growth.

Gross profit for the half year stood at Rs. 79 million as compared to Rs 212 million
recorded during the same period last year. This decline is mainly attributed to the
factors explained above besides expensive constituents of production inputs
including fuel/energy cost. Although prices of wood pulp has started stabilizing
in the second quarter but its impact was minimal on the results for the period.
Consequently the Company’s bottom line stood at net loss of Rs 391.90 million
for the half year which includes net loss of Rs 260.72 million for the 2nd quarter.

Total financial charges for the period stood at Rs 592.22 million including
Rs 369.51 million for the 2nd quarter when full impact of commissioning of new
plant was recorded. In this amount the financial charges on the new plant alone
stood at Rs 460.8 million for the half year and at Rs 299.0 million for the 2nd
quarter.

Near Term Outlook

The current financial year is a difficult year for the Pakistan economy as well as
Paper & Board Industry. The substantial downward adjustment in prices of
Packaging Board was made to remain competitive against imports made at
dumping prices. Additionally, the energy crises, the devalued Pak rupee and
higher interest cost further aggravated the situation for the local industry.

The impact of maximization of PM 7 capacity, downward trends in prices of some
of the raw materials and recent fiscal measures taken by the government to
provide a level playing field to local industry against imports are expected to give
benefit in last quarter of the current financial year.

The higher interest cost posed major challenges for the Company’s profitability,
management is well cognizant of the current situation and has initiated a financial
restructuring plan to bring down its financing cost to sustainable levels while
maintaining equity at a level at which sustainable dividend payouts are made
possible. Financial consultants and lawyers are working for the issuance of
preference shares with the option to recall the instrument when profitability is
restored and the liquidity position improves. It is planned to implement the scheme
within this financial year. This arrangement would improve financial ratios of the
Company and facilitate compliance with obligations to lenders.

THE COMPANY AND ITS OPERATIONS

Century Paper & Board Mills Limited (" the Company ") was incorporated in Pakistan as a
public limited company on August 2, 1984 under the Companies Ordinance, 1984 and its
shares are quoted on Karachi and Lahore Stock Exchanges. The registered office of the
Company is situated at Lakson Square Building No.2, Sarwar Shaheed Road Karachi,
Pakistan. The principal activity of the Company is the manufacture, sale and marketing of
paper, board and related products.

The commercial operations on new coated board machine (here-in-after-referred to as
"Expansion Project") commenced on August 01, 2008 . This resulted in the intended capacity
increase of 130,000 metric tons per annum bringing total capacity to 240,000 metric tons
per annum.

BASIS OF PREPARATION
Statement of compliance

These financial statements are unaudited but subject to the limited scope review by auditors
and are being submitted to the shareholders as required under Section 245 of the Companies
Ordinance, 1984.

These condensed interim financial statements have been prepared in accordance with
approved accounting standards as applicable in Pakistan. Approved accounting standards
comprise of such International Financial Reporting Standards (IFRS) issued by the
International Accounting Standard Board as are notified under the Companies Ordinance,
1984, provisions of and directives issued under the Companies Ordinance, 1984. In case
requirements differ, the provisions or directives of the Companies Ordinance, 1984 shall
prevail.

The disclosures made in these condensed interim financial statements have, however,
been limited in accordance with the requirements of the International Financial Reporting
Standards (IFRS) IAS - 34, Interim Financial Reporting. They do not include all the information
and disclosures made in the annual published financial statements and should be read in
conjunction with the financial statements of the Company for the year ended June 30, 2008.

Functional and presentation currency

These condensed interim financial statements have been presented in Pak Rupees, which
is the functional and presentation currency of the Company.

SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

The accounting policies adopted and methods of computation followed in the preparation
of these financial statements are same as those for the preceding annual financial statements
for the year ended June 30, 2008.

ESTIMATES

The preparation of condensed interim financial statements requires management to make
judgments, estimates and assumptions that affect the application of accounting policies
and the reported amounts of assets and liabilities, income and expenses. Actual results
may differ from these estimates. The significant judgments made by management in applying
the Company's accounting policies and key sources of estimation of uncertainty are the
same as those that were applied to the financial statements for the year ended June 30,
2008.

This represents Sukuk Certificates privately placed with banks and other institutional investors
under diminishing musharaka arrangement specifically for expansion project for a period of
seven years. The certificates are redeemable in ten equal semi annual installments commencing
from March 2010.

The agreement gives an exclusive use of the Musharaka assets to the Company (Issuer) only
against the rental payments.

Rental payments are calculated to provide return to Certificate Holders equal to base rate plus
margin plus Service Agency Expenses incurred by the Trustee during the previous semi annual
period. Base rate is equal to average of six months KIBOR of last five business days prior to
beginning of each semi annual rental payment period. The margin is equal to 1.35% per annum.

These are secured by way of mortgage of immovable properties of the Company and ranking
hypothecation charge over the assets of respective expansion project to the extent of beneficial
right of the Certificate Holders with 25% margin.

This syndicated term finance facility has been obtained from a Consortium of Banks under joint
facility arrangement with Sukuk Financing amounting to Rs 2,000 million specifically for expansion
project. The tenor of the facility is nine years with twenty four months grace period. This finance
facility is repayable in fourteen stepped up semi annual installments commencing from March
2010.

The finance facility is secured by way of mortgage of immovable properties of the Company
and ranking hypothecation charge over the assets of respective expansion project with 25%
margin.

The rate of mark-up is 1.50% per annum over average of six months KIBOR of the last five
business days prior to the beginning of each installment period.
